An author of seven books and
over a hundred academic papers in both English and
Chinese, Dr. Jiao was also the honored recipient of the
Philip and Eugenia Cho Award for Outstanding
Scholarship in Asian Studies in 2007 for book “The

A deposit of $500 per person will be required at the time of booking. Final payment will be due 60 days prior the departure. It is the responsibility of the traveler (or his agent) to determine
that final payment reaches the Tour Operator on time. Bookings made within 60 days of departure date, full and final payment will be due immediately upon booking. No booking will be
considered until the Tour Operator receives final deposit.

Cancellation and Refunds

Cancellations must be received by the Tour Operator in writing within 60 days of travel date. Cancellations received more than 60 days prior to departure will have a penalty of $500 per
person: those received between 46 and 31 days will have a penalty of 50% per person; those received between 30 and 15 days will have a penalty of 75% per person. Cancellations received
14 days or less before departure or “no shows” will receive no refund. No refund will be made for transfers, city tours or any other services (including meals, accommodations or
transportation) voluntarily not taken.
